In the middle of an industrial   sector where manufacturing is increasingly digitized, alongside reborn fine craftsmanship, this research has been directed toward the development of a human-scale editing process, attempting to integrate uniqueness in large productions.

The proposal 'Tombola' mixes randomness, modularity and generative design with manual techniques, traditional and local. This family of vases is being produced with an infinite combinatory production process. With a modular mold of 128 pieces, 3d printed and developed for this purpose, each vase is unique, and hand-finished.

The whole process was first presented as "Mille milliards de vases" and the edited result of a residency at Ergastule (F), with the support of the CERFAV (F), the glassblower Manuel Diemer and the ceramist Julie Bernaudin, who enabled the pieces in traditional ‘Grès flammé de Rambervillers’.
